Pull the steering wheel up and down, checking the
tightness of steering wheel. Rotate the steering
wheel right and left. Be sure no excessive free
play or rattling sound.

Check the tightness of the battery cables and
make sure all the nuts are solidly tight. Loose nuts
on the battery will cause sparks while operating.

Check the accelerator pedal, when stepped and
released it should return to its original position
with full flexibility.

Check the tires’ pressure, it should be inflated
until the internal pressure is around 25PSI.

The key switch controls the vehicle’s electrical system. The key switch has two positions:
ON/OFF.

ON: When switched to “ON” position, all the electrical system and accessories can be
used and operated.

OFF: When switched to “OFF” position, all the electrical systems are disabled.

THE KEY SWITCH CAN BE USED TO STOP THE VEHICLE INAN EMERGENCY. DO NOT
BREAK OFF KEY IN THE KEY SWITCH.

.FORWARD/NEUTRAL/REVERSE CONTROL (D/N/R Knob switch)

FORWARD (D):

When the knob is switched to the “D” position, the cart
will move forward direction when the driver presses the
accelerating pedal with the key switch on.

NEUTRAL (N):

When the knob is switched to the “N” position, the cart
will not move in when the driver presses the accelerating
pedal with the key switch on.

REVERSE (R):

When the knob is switched to the “R” position, the cart
will move reverse direction when the driver presses the
accelerating pedal with the key switch on. And will
activate the reverse buzzer.

When loading the cargo or towing a vehicle
or trailer, the payload will increase the braking
distance required to slow or stop the vehicle.
